The executive communicated the Department of Education decision to
grant two Additional Assessment Components (AACs) in Construction
Studies.

Members discussed and proposed two AACs for Construction Studies.

Key considerations included assessment load, the assessment of
different types of knowledge and skills with minimal overlap and the
need to promote transversal skills.

The proposed AACs are:
AAC 1- a project based on a thematic brief.
AAC 2- a Craft Skills Assessment.

The group also deliberated on potential titles, timelines, and
weightings for these AACs.

Members proposed that requiring students to complete applied
learning tasks in addition to the two AACs in Construction Studies
would likely place an excessive burden on them.

The chair reflected on the work accomplished and thanked the
members for their attendance and contributions.
